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

The site of installation of the tank must be inspected and found to not be subject to unstable earth conditions. Such 
conditions include, but are not limited to the following: flooding, sliding, erosion, etc. Prior to any digging or excavation, 
all existing underground utilities should be located by contacting your local utilities and requesting staking service. 
Locate the site in an area that will not be driven over, ever, for any purpose. Excavate site to prescribed dimensions
(see supplemental document "Septic Tank Specifications" for dimensions). The excavation must be flat, level and must 
not contain uneven or hard spots. Sharp or large rocks (1" diameter +) must be removed from the excavation site.



Proper selection and use of bedding material is required. Failure to follow recommendations will void tank warranty. 
Becasue of its self-compacting properties, gravel is recommended for bedding to provide uniform load-bearing
properties to ensure the stability of the tank and prevent fractures or excessive settling. If sand is used, although not 
recommended, please follow the following compacting instructions carefully. Specific use of bedding materials
is essential in certain circumstances:
-In areas with shallow groundwater tables,
-Slow or non-draining soil,
-Minimal load-bearing earth,
-as well as Rocky areas all require at least 10 - 12ò of bedding material.
-Moderately rocky areas require at least 6 - 8ò of bedding material.
Proper compaction of the bedding (sand) as well as the soil is essential for the tank to function properly. Trenches must
be dug to accommodate the tank flanges. Within the main excavation site, rake out a cradle in the bedding approximately 
5ò deep and 3ô wide in which the tank will rest. The tank may be lifted by the lifing ropes provided or by strapping the 
tank ONLY. DO NOT use the inlet or outlet to lift the tank. Use caution when moving and do not drop the tank when 
placing into the cradle. Inspect the tank and check for level, adjust if necessary.



Compact backfill material by hand as you go. Fill must be free from large or sharp rocks or foreign objects. Backfill must 
be pushed by hand beneath the tank body and ends to provide maximum and adequate support of the tank. If the use
of a tractor is desired, please note, you must remain 6ô back from the edge of the excavation and dump over site.
Backfill by hand is required. The use of small amounts of water are allowed to assist in this process but do not flood the 
area. Crown the final layer of backfill to allow for watershed and settling. The ground should settle approximately 6ò. 
Bury the tank at an 18ò maximum depth (crown should extend to total depth of 24ò to allow for settling). Do not leave the 
tank without water for long periods of time, especially during rainy weather. Fill tank as soon as possible after installa-
tion. Finally, please consult your county bulletin or website to determine the specific layout and leach field requirements.


